Reason for Appointment:  Margaret R. Weeks, Ph.D., is a socio-cultural anthropologist and Executive Director of The Institute for Community Research in Hartford, CT, a partner institute of the Yale Center for Interdisciplinary Research on AIDS (CIRA). Dr. Weeks serves as Associate Director of the CIRA Community Research (CR) Core. As such, she works with the CR Core Director to provide Core leadership, with a specific focus on ensuring that the Core addresses the needs of community-based research being conducted in Connecticut and international settings. In addition, she is specifically responsible for overseeing the implementation of the Community Based Research Guidelines and developing the translational research services. Dr. Weeks is an expert in ethnographic qualitative methods, particularly in their use in the evaluation of HIV/AIDS risk factors and intervention strategies, notably among women and drug users both in the U.S. and in China. As a member of the CIRA Interdisciplinary Research Methods Core team, she provides consultations and advises on study design and sampling techniques. She attends monthly CR Core meetings, assists with sophisticated data analysis issues, and as appropriate attends peer review, and reviews Pilot Project and Community Research Partnership Program applications.  Dr. Weeks has a significant track record in NIH funded research, and has previously or currently affiliated nine R01 research grants funded by either the National Institute for Mental Health or the National Institute on Drug Abuse with CIRA.
